CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high fasting blood glucose, frequent urination, followup for benign prostatic hypertrophy and hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his fasting blood glucose is ranging from 150-200 mg/dL and the patient’s NovoLog insulin is increased at each mealtime according to the sliding scale.
The patient stated that he has frequent urination especially in the nighttime and he was recently seen by prostate specialist that he is going to minimize water or liquid intake in the nighttime.

The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure is slightly elevated and he is advised on low-salt diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
