CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came for preop physical for oral surgery and she has pain in the tooth and was seen by specialist and to undergo extensive surgery.

The patient also complained of nasal congestion without any fever or chills and there is no cough. The patient came today as a followup for hypothyroidism.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

The patient stated that she has tooth pain, was seen by dentist and scheduled for extensive oral surgery.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 75 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on omeprazole 20 mg one tablet a day.
The patient is also on hydrocodone with acetaminophen 5/325 mg tablet one tablet twice a day as needed for back pain due to work-related injuries.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and she is assistant manager at work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or any alcohol use. She is very active, but back pain is interfering her activities of daily living.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals tenderness of the tooth. There was no active bleeding. There is mild nasal congestion without any discharge.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

Lumbosacral examination reveals tenderness of the lumbar spine due to work injuries.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all her questions answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
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
