PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no deficits noted.
ASSESSMENT: Low back pain.
PLAN: Advised the patient of his findings on the MRI of the stenosis locations. There is a strong desire for him to follow up with orthopedic or neurosurgeon for second opinion and long-term prognosis. The patient currently is not on any pain meds. We will not put him on new pain meds as he is not in any pain currently. Advised him that the attorney will do the referral, we will just notify him through the process of the encounter, so he can get his specialty care visit and advised him to follow up with us as needed.
