The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1951, he was in the Korean War in Korea.  The patient tells me that he was in the military truck, suddenly somebody threw a grenade inside that truck.  The patient was sitting as a passenger and the grenade exploded.  The patient tells me that instantly causing the loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about two to three minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache.  The patient was having significant ringing in the ears.  He has tinnitus.  He was not able to hear well.  The patient tells me that he had significant headaches for the rest of the day.  He was confused and disoriented for several days.
Since these events, the patient has significant cognitive deficit.  His memory is poor.  He has constant headaches.  The patient also has significantly ringing in the ears and tinnitus.
The patient is currently retired.  He is not working.
It is my opinion that the patient was sustained traumatic brain injury. It was in 1951 in Korea, the patient was in the Korean War.  The patient was in the military truck, and somebody threw grenade into the truck.  The patient tells me that he had immediate loss of consciousness from the explosion inside the truck.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe headache, ringing in the ears, and hearing deficits.  It is my opinion that the grenade explosion causing loss of consciousness or confusion and disorientation headaches, these all signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.  The patient is still having significant headaches on everyday basis.  His memory test is fairly poor.  His MoCA examination score is 4 today.  The patient continued to have significant hearing deficits and tinnitus everyday.
