HISTORY: This is a 77-year-old gentleman here with cough. The patient indicated that she is visiting here from Louisiana and said he has chronic immune deficiency and gets pneumonia very very easily. He stated that he came in here because of his cough, which started about two days ago and is requesting refill of his Augmentin and prednisone, which he takes early whenever he has a cough that usually progressed to pneumonia. The patient states cough is productive of green sputum. He denies substernal chest pain. Denies exertional dyspnea. Denies diaphoresis. He reports fever. He states he did not check his temperature, but he felt hot.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Glaucoma, hypertension, immune deficiency disease, IG 63 deficiency, prostatitis, BPH, and glaucoma.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 110/67.

Pulse 50.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion. Good inspiratory and expiratory effort.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. No antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute cough.
2. Acute bronchitis.

3. Immune deficiency.

4. Fever.
PLAN: The patient was given refill medications as he requested.
1. Augmentin 500 mg/125 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 7 days #14.
2. Prednisone 20 mg one p.o. daily for 10 days #10.
