Jennifer Jennings continues to follow in the office, had been seen here for more than 20 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS: Type I diabetes, diagnosed when she was 3 years of age.

Her blood sugars are controlled with an OmniPod insulin pump and has been in the satisfactory range.

Current Medication: Lisinopril 2.5 mg daily.

Recent Lab Studies: Chemistry panel satisfactory, LDL 76, HDL 91, triglyceride 49, urine microalbumin, creatinine ratio 15, TSH 3.25, vitamin D level 23.1, slightly low, and GFR 90.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/76, weight 174 pounds, and BMI is 31.8. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. Neck examination is unremarkable. There is no neck lymphadenopathy.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control, insulin pump therapy, history of Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with normal thyroid function and obesity.

Her insulin pump was again downloaded and reviewed and minor adjustments made. She is to continue lisinopril 2.5 mg daily for renal protection and also follow more appropriate diet and exercise.

As I retire in the near future, recommend that she follow with her primary care physician and a new endocrinologist.
