James Sciturro was seen for followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type II diabetes.

2. Noncompliance.

3. Severe memory impairment, dementia.

4. Long-term insulin administration

Current Medications: Lantus 34 units twice daily, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, and metoprolol 50 mg daily.

On this brief visit, it was difficult to ascertain how his blood sugars were behaving as he has severe memory impairment and has little ability to monitor his blood sugars using a continuous glucose monitor.

General review is unremarkable at this time.

His recent hemoglobin A1c was 8.8%, which has improved from previous levels.

Labs are performed by his primary care physician and these appeared to be stable.

On examination, blood pressure 140/78, weight 188 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with suboptimal control, peripheral neuropathy, diabetic nephropathy, and severe memory impairment.

His lab studies end of April 2024 were stable with creatinine 0.64 and GFR 93. His LDL cholesterol is 97, triglycerides 178, and urine microalbumin to creatinine ratio 493 consistent with nephropathy.

He continues on Lantus although this is difficult to monitor as his memory impairment is quite severe.

Followup in three months.
