CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen by cardiologist and was admitted in the hospital and was diagnosed with paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and the patient was discharged on Eliquis 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day. The patient stated that he does not have any bleeding and he is feeling better.
