Wanda Hicks continue to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypovitaminosis D.

2. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.

3. Hypertension.

Current Medications: Atorvastatin 80 mg daily, lisinopril 20 mg daily, vitamin D, and sertraline.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 168/84, weight 252 pounds, and BMI is 42. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Studies: GFR 60, creatinine 1.08, TSH 1.14, LDL cholesterol 122, and vitamin D level is 31.8, normal.

IMPRESSION: Previous hypovitaminosis D, now corrected vitamin D, chronic kidney disease stage III, secondary hyperparathyroidism, and hyperlipidemia with a history of hypertension.

I have asked that she continue on the current program and follow with her PCP.

As I retire in the near future, she is advised to follow with her primary physician for ongoing management and monitoring.
