PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, depression, anxiety, blood transfusion, and heart disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Stents, bypass, and carotid artery.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH and does report smoking tobacco.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy. Decreased range of motion with left and right lateral rotation due to pain.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Chronic cervicalgia.

PLAN: Advised the patient on stretching and over-the-counter use for pain medication, when to use and when to not use for appropriate use and has been advised to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
