Mr. Johnson is a 72-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with heart failure unspecified. He also suffers from hypertensive heart disease with heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease of native coronary arteries with unspecified angina, orthopnea, PND, COPD, chronic pain, peripheral vascular disease, intervertebral disc disorder with myelopathy lumbar region, personal history of urinary tract infection and dependence of supplemental oxygen.

The patient was found to be very short of breath today. He states that he cannot lie flat and has to have at least three to four pillows to prop himself up. His O2 sat was at 91% today. His MAC is at 26.5. His appetite has been diminished. His KPS is at 40%. He lives with fiancée, Ms. Debra Williams. His activity has been affected tremendously because of shortness of breath as well as his chronic pain.

He belongs in the class IV New York Heart Association because I found him to be short of breath when he is sitting there. Previously, he was at III, but the shortness of breath is to the point that I believe he now has severe limitation and is in class IV. Any type of activity causes him to become even more short of breath. He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and of course he has ADL dependency. His O2 sat improved on 2 L oxygen, came up to 94%. He states that he uses that when he gets short of breath. I told him it is best to use his concentrator during the day and at night at all times given his degree of heart failure that would keep the edema at bay. He does have 2+ pedal edema as well.
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
