Dementia.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient is a 61-year-old male, with history of dementia.  I have seen the patient previously on September 11, 2024.  The patient has significant memory deficits.  The patient has very poor memory.  He does not know why is here.  He does not know his medical records.  The patient had history of brain MRI done, which shows bilateral encephalomalacia.  The patient also has done EEG study shows cerebral disturbance.
NEUROLOGICAL EXAMINATION
MENTAL STATUS EXAMINATION:  The patient is awake and alert.  The patient is oriented to his own name.  The patient knows his date of birth.  However, the patient does not know the year.  He does not know the month.  He does not know the date.  He does not know what this location is.  He does not know that is the clinic.  He does not know I am a doctor.  Serial sevens is 0/5.  Five-minute short-term recall is 0/3.  He does not know the city here.  The patient has poor judgment.  He has poor insight.  He does follow simple commands.  He does follow one and two step commands.
IMPRESSION
Dementia.  The patient has dementia found on examination.  The patient also has bifrontal encephalomalacia on brain MRI.  This is likely due to the head injury.  The patient has very poor MoCA examination.  The patient’s five-minute short-term recall is 0/5.  Her serial 7s is 0/5.  The patient is disoriented to time, date and situation.  The patient does not know any of his medical records.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will recommend the patient continue to take his medicines including Donepezil 25 mg once a day.

3. Also continue on Memantine one pill twice a day. 
4. Explained the patient common side effects.
5. I recommend the patient followup with the neurologist in six months.
