CHIEF COMPLAINT: Left foot pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 44-year-old Hispanic female who reports an episode of fall in July 2023. She was evaluated and referred for physical therapy. The patient subsequently underwent eight sessions of physical therapy. She had continued with pain which she describes as sharp and rated 6-7/10. Pain is associated with numbness, swelling, and difficulty walking and standing. She was felt to have instability of the left foot and is now scheduled for surgical intervention.
