The patient is short of breath requires her nebulizer treatment on regular basis. Her blood pressure was elevated at 140/96. Her pulse was 100. O2 sat is 95%. She has a KPS score of 40%. She appears much more debilitated than the last visit that took place in November. She continues to lose weight. She has symptoms of protein-calorie malnutrition related to her liver failure. Her recent MAC was reported at 21 cm left side consistent with weight loss. She does wear adult diapers, requires help with all ADL. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
