Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Wren comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She states that she used to work as an English teacher and stopped in June of this past year because of a loss of vision. She states that she had an acute loss of vision on the left side and an associated Bell’s palsy. She states she is getting tested for the loss of vision and she is not sure what is the cause. A review of her records shows a history of optic nerve lesions and orbital mass. As well, there is a history of keratoconus. She does not use prescription eye drops. She denies eye surgery and trauma. There is a history of diabetes mellitus for which she takes metformin.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/300 on the right and light perception only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.25 + 5.00 x 009 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/200 on the right and light perception only on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round but sluggish. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 8 on the right and 7 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows corneal steepening on both sides. The lenses are relatively clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.3 on both sides. There is 1+ optic nerve pallor on the right and 4+ optic nerve pallor on the left. The eyelids are unremarkable. There is mild left-sided facial weakness.
Visual field testing utilizing a SSA kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows 79 degrees of horizontal field on the right with loss superiorly. There is an absence of a visual field on the left. A 30-2 threshold test with poor reliability shows split fixation and right-sided loss. Centrally, there appears to be approximately 20 degrees of horizontal field. Left side shows the absence of a visual field.
Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.
2. Keratoconus.
Ms. Wren has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties performing visual tasks required in the work environment. She cannot read small nor moderate size print, she cannot distinguish between small objects, and she cannot use a computer. As well, one would expect her to have some difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is poor.
