CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat, cough, nasal congestion, and fever.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband and wearing the mask. She complained of sore throat on and off for the past two weeks and it is progressively getting worse. Also the patient has nonproductive cough along with change in the taste. The patient has nasal congestion for the past several days and she did not take any over-the-counter medications.

The patient stated her husband was ill lately and he works in the hospital as a respiratory technician.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied ear pain, ear discharge, dizziness, double vision, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

ALLERGIES: Cats, house dust and also pollen.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis.

The patient also has history of joint pain and she was on meloxicam 15 mg tablet with food two to three months ago.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has three children. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion bilaterally without any discharge. Oropharyngeal examination has somewhat redness and there is tonsillar enlargement.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
