CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin wart on the right middle finger.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has noticed that the wart on the right middle finger for the past several months. He had undergone dermatological scarping without any relief and has constant recurrence. It is not painful, but the patient wants it to be removed.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
Examination of the right middle finger reveals less than 1 cm size raised lesion on the skin of the interphalangeal joint on the dorsum. There is no pus formation. There is no redness or tenderness. Range of movement of the fingers is unremarkable.
The patient is considering for cauterization of the skin lesion.
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
