Thank you again for your continued support.

Mr. Gibson comes for followup today. He is 69-year-old male who recently was found to have monoclonal protein in his immunoprotein electrophoresis. The patient subsequently was sent for a skeletal survey, which came back as normal, next thing to do would be a bone marrow aspiration biopsy however since he is asymptomatic since the protein band is only 153 mg/dL if he can safely wait to do bone marrow aspiration biopsy for right now. A close followup might suffice even if we document smoldering multiple myelomas. He is not a candidate for any therapy at this point so we will just put him under surveillance and recheck in three months.
