CC: Followup post UTI treatment.
HPI: A 95-year-old female seen in room. She is well-dressed as usual and walks around her apartment with a walker. When I first went into see her, she told me I had to excuse her because she had to go to the bathroom, so she toilets herself and has limited urinary leakage. On 02/10, received UA results of E. coli and was sensitive only to a medication that could be given IM, there were only a couple of others to which it was sensitive and they were IV. The patient received 1 g IM of ertapenem for five days and it was completed on 02/18. Today, when I asked the patient how she felt as she was walking from the bathroom to her living room. I asked if she felt back to herself and she stated very quickly “I am getting there.” The patient then told me she was going to take a nap first and so she went fully clothed, got under the blankets of her bed and took a little nap. Staff stated that she is coming out for meals. There was a period when she was not feeling so good that she was eating in the room and that on her own she gets dressed in the morning and gets undressed at night and she certainly asks for help when she needs it and she is generally cooperative to care. She can be irritable at times, but if you wait it passes.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

NEURO: The patient is alert. She is oriented to self and Oklahoma. She knew it was February, but was not sure of the year or the date. Her speech is clear. She makes eye contact. She has very specific facial expressions you know when she is happy or when she is annoyed.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has an upright great posture and uses her walker at a somewhat brisk pace, but she always seems steady and in control. No lower extremity edema.

PSYCHIATRIC: She always seems a little bit anxious and she asked me today to continue praying for her as we had done it once before where I prayed for her and I told her that I would and that she is doing great.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Followup post UTI treatment. She is now eight days post completion of IM ertapenem and acknowledges that she feels like she is getting there to being herself. Encouraged her drink water. Asked the staff to monitor to make sure she goes to eat and to check on her to see if she needs any help in the morning and at bedtime.
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
