HPI: A 71-year-old female who had a UA done on 02/20 and it returns 02/22 positive for Klebsiella pneumoniae and enterococcus faecium in looking at the sensitivities they are both resistant to all medications with the exception of one partial sensitivity and then a full sensitivity to imipenem and imipenem requires IV administration 500 mg every six hours. IV is not done in ALs and so the goal was then to either get her into a Skilled Care Facility wherein she could receive the antibiotics. However, the patient had a hospital stay in any recent time period of three consecutive nights. I did call Ignite Medical Resort as patient has been there before and felt like she got stronger and it did well for her, so if she is going to someplace that is what she chose and that is discussion with her son by phone, so I called Ignite and did get the information because she does not have three consecutive nights in hospital. She does not qualify for inpatient skilled care. So with further thinking it had been proposed by the home health nurse and it was very reasonable that to repeat a UA doing an INO cath to make sure it is a clean catch and see if that culture turns out like this culture and sensitivity well that is a good idea. He acknowledges and that patient has been more symptomatic. Her back is hurting. She is just feeling fatigued and not eating because her stomach is queasy when I saw her sitting in her wheelchair in room just looking at her eyes I knew that she did not feel good and she just did not seem like herself more low-key and quiet, so based on that I told her that I believed getting her then to the ER and having her admitted that way as she was now having a symptomatic UTI with a baseline history of sepsis that is UTI related requiring ICU care. The most recent was less than a year ago. So EMSA was contacted and all the needed paperwork went with him and patient with her son by phone agreed or chose Norman Regional, which I had recommended, so I contacted the ER. Spoke to the attending physician and told him that we will be sending his way and sent a copy of the UA with C&S, which she was appreciative of and she was admitted this evening, so we will go from there and see how she is doing later and her son was a part of all this decision-making. He is also her POA.
