CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman was in his room cooperative to being seen for lab review. The patient has insulin-dependent diabetes and he has a history of poor glycemic control with his A1c’s being up in the 9s and most recently he had gotten it into he says the number 8, but does not remember the rest of it. Today’s value is 8.5 and he states that his A1c’s previously were from 9.1 to 9.2, so he was surprised pleasantly so by today’s result. His current insulin doses are an adjustment that I put into place here when I assumed his care. He is wheelchair-bound and he pretty much stays in his room. The patient’s insulins are insulin aspart 24 units SQ q.a.c. and insulin glargine 32 units SQ b.i.d. and his previous A1c was 9.2.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM II. I am increasing his insulin glargine to 35 units SQ b.i.d. and we will see the benefits hopefully in his next A1c. He does receive in the interim fingersticks.
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
