HISTORY: This is a 17-year-old male here for followup.

The patient was seen on 02/27/2025 diagnosed with COVID. He was treated with Paxlovid, albuterol MDI, Motrin, and Zofran. He stated that he is feeling a little better, however, he has lingering cough. Mother states she brought him in because the cough is now productive of yellow sputum and the child was refused in school because of the cough. She stated child has occasional chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, he has new cough that is productive of green sputum/yellow sputum.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress. The patient has frequent cough in the clinic and cough is rattling.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 131/74.

Pulse is 78.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort. He has diffuse crackles. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Bronchitis.
2. Productive cough.
3. COVID infection.
4. Long COVID.
5. Bronchitis/reactive airway disease.
PLAN: The patient was advised to continue inhaler and continue Motrin. Today, he was given:

1. Bromfed 2/10/30/5 mL, take two teaspoons b.i.d. for 10 days, #200 mL.

2. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now, one p.o. daily until gone.
Advised to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse. The patient was given continuous absence from school note to return on Thursday; he is to come in to see us on Wednesday or Thursday for reevaluation before he returns to school, was given the opportunity to ask questions and mother states she has none.
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
