HISTORY: This is a 3-year-old child brought in by mother with throat pain and fever. Mother stated this has been going on for approximately 10 days or so. She stated that child was with his father in Florida, was seen by a doctor and was diagnosed with strep after a positive strep test. She stated that the child started amoxicillin four days ago, but developed a rash. She states rash is confined to his trunk and his neck. She states that the child is eating and drinking well. No vomiting. No diarrhea. His activities have not changed.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes. Mother did report that the child was exposed to secondhand smoke while he was with his father.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child was sucking on a lollipop and appears comfortable and is tolerating lollipop well.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.
Pulse is 113.

Respirations are 22.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Throat: Mildly injected pharynx and tonsils. Uvula is midline and mobile.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. No tender or palpable nodes.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds. No tenderness to palpation. No organomegaly.

SKIN: Blanching, erythematous, maculopapular rash discretely distributed on the patient’s neck and trunk. No bullae. No fissures. No borrows. No vesicles.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Allergic reaction probably to amoxicillin.
2. Strep pharyngitis.
3. Cough.
4. Bronchitis.
PLAN: A strep test was done in the clinic today. Strep test is negative. The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Robitussin one teaspoon p.o. b.i.d., #150 mL.

2. Nebulizer machine with tubing and mask, #1.

3. Albuterol 2.5 mg/3 mL, mother will give 1.5 mL with home nebulizer b.i.d. p.r.n. for cough.

4. Zithromax 200 mg/5 mL 10 mL in 24 hours, 5 mL daily until gone, #30 mL.
Mother was advised to increase fluid. She is encouraged to buy some Pedialyte for child, to bring him back to the clinic if he is not better within 48 hours or go to the emergency room if we are closed.
