He also suffers from severe protein calorie malnutrition, COPD, pneumonia, and atherosclerotic heart disease. The patient was very confused. He is oriented to person and only at times. He is not stay in bed more often 12 to 14 hours a day. He has issues with and continues to be bowel and bladder incontinence requires help with ADL. I spoke to the patient’s caregiver Alona who tells me that Richard was very confused at times it becomes aggressive. He suffers from anxiety and sundown syndrome. He has been on numerous medications been evaluated by the psychiatrist as well. He is currently taking combination of Seroquel and trazodone and Ativan to keep his symptoms at bay. His MAC has dropped to 24.5. His KPS is 40%. His eating about third of his meals. His FIST score has dropped from 7B to 7C. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
