This is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient continues to lose weight. She has a KPS score of 30% now instead of 40%. She has severe sundowner syndrome. She only speaks one or two words at a time. Also caretaker has noticed grown right breast 6 o'clock fungating mass which is very much consistent with breast cancer hard in the center which is contributing to weight loss, her weakness, and her drop in KPS. Blood pressure 108/84. Pulse 100. Respirations 18. O2 sat 96%. The patient’s FAST score has dropped down to 7A. The patient continues bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL dependent. She is bedbound totally and completely. She has episodes of agitation. She eats very little. She has continued to deteriorate since four weeks ago. She is sleeping 16 hours a day. She is staying in bed 24 hours a day. She is not able to get out of bed because she is unable to hold her head up. Her recent MAC was reported at 27 cm left arm. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. Given her senile dementia degeneration of the brain now with new findings of right breast cancer fungating mass, open sores, she most likely has less than six months to live. Her skin is quite dry and she is not able to answer any questions and response to painful stimuli only today.
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
