EENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Left eye noted green pustular discharge. No edema or erythema or changes in vision. Nose: Clear rhinorrhea. Throat: No erythema. No edema. No tonsillar exudate. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Left eye bacterial conjunctivitis.
