Wanda Hicks was seen for followup recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Secondary hyperparathyroidism.

2. Hypovitaminosis D.

3. Chronic kidney disease.

Current Medications: Atorvastatin 80 mg daily and lisinopril 20 mg daily with vitamin D and sertraline.

On this visit, there were no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 116/84, weight 252 pounds, and BMI is 42. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Studies: Calcium 9.8, creatinine 1.13, LDL 159, HDL 46, and TSH 1.14.

IMPRESSION: Previous secondary hyperparathyroidism with normal calcium at this point. She also has dyslipidemia, hypertension, and chronic kidney disease.

No further endocrine workup is required at this point.

As I retire in the near future, I advised that she follow with her primary physician for management of hypertension and chronic kidney function.
