Allen Khamou has been seen in the office for the past 15 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. History of Graves’ disease.

3. Post-ablative hypothyroidism.

He had radioiodine therapy for Graves’ disease in 2006 and has been on thyroid hormone replacement since then.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.15 mg daily.

On this visit, he had no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 110/80 and weight 170 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent TSH was 2.6, normal.

IMPRESSION: History of Graves’ disease with possibility of hypothyroidism, stable on his current replacement of thyroid hormone.

I have advised that he continues levothyroxine 0.15 mg daily and have recheck of his thyroid function in one year.
