Linda DiVeto was seen in the office for followup of hypothyroidism.

She has been seen at this office for many years, since 2002.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Anxiety and depression.

3. Hypertension.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.088 mg, eight pills per week and HCTZ 25 mg daily.

On this visit, she had no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 138/78 and weight 179 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid gland was not palpable. There was no neck lymphadenopathy. Remainder of the exam is intact.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis currently stable on 0.08 mg, eight pills per week with a normal TSH in 2004.

She will follow up with her primary doctor in the near future for repeat thyroid function test.

As I retire in the near future, she is advised to follow with her PCP.
