PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Basal cell carcinoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Trigger finger repair.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL.
FAMILY HISTORY: Cancer, asthma, and hiatal hernia.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, obese young lady.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 118/79.
Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.3.
RIGHT HAND: Large scar tissue on the volar surface of her second digit. No edema. No erythema. She has reduced, but full range of motion. Capillary refill less than two seconds. Sensation is normal.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Surgical clearance.
2. Trigger finger.

PLAN: Today, we did EKG. EKG with normal sinus rhythm. Labs are drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, PT, PTT, and INR. The patient was reassured and advised that we are waiting on the labs to tabulate all findings and to forward these findings to the surgeon. She states she understands and states she has no questions.
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
