The patient presents with history of sore throat and fever starting today with questionable slight congestion.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory except as younger sister; mother states she gets everything he does.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx. Neck: 1+ adenopathy in the neck. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Strep screen and flu test done with positive strep test.

DIAGNOSIS: Strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: Given amoxicillin for 10 days. Follow up with pediatrician as needed. Told mother that daughter will have to be seen in order to be treated, wait and see if she gets sick.
