CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman seen in the apartment he shares with his wife. He was awake, but resting comfortably and requested I review his labs with him as well as his wife’s and I told him that that was the plan.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review. The patient has a normal H&H; however, his MCV and MCH are macrocytic indicating need for B12 and/or folate. I am going to check a B12 level and then we will start the patient on the appropriate supplement.
2. CMP review. T protein and ALB are low at 3.3 and 5.6. The patient needs protein drink daily remainder of the CMP is WNL.

3. Lipid profile. He is on rosuvastatin 10 mg q.d. and values are well within target range with the exception of his triglycerides which are mildly elevated. We will increase rosuvastatin to 20 mg q.d. and all these values are also reviewed with his son/POA Clarence.
