CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right middle finger swelling, followup for sleep apnea, and also complaining of leg pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed damaged skin on the right middle fingertip and he pulled it out causing immediate sharp pain, but after that the patient started having swelling on the right middle finger and he has no discharge; however, it is painful to touch.

The patient has neck pain on and off and it is worse upon exertion. The pain level is 8 or 9 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting.

There is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for sleep apnea and he uses CPAP machine at home.

The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 5 mg tablet once a day along with low-carb and healthy diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient does not smoke cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is married and the patient is able to do some house chores otherwise painful.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement. Neck examination reveals soft tissue tenderness.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Abdomen is soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right hand examination reveals redness and tenderness of the right middle finger and there is no pus discharge. The patient is advised to take off from work due to right middle finger infection.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the soft tissues of the cervical spine and range of movement is reevaluated.
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
