CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of fever, cough, constipation, and choking sensation.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has high fever up to 104 associated with chills and mild urinary incontinence along with burning sensation. With these symptoms the patient went to emergency room and he stayed there for 9-10 hours and also has cystitis causing high fever and the patient was started on cefadroxil 500 mg tablet one tablet twice a day. Now he has no fever or burning urination. The patient complained of constipation and bleeding per rectum.

The patient stated that he has choking sensation especially after meal, but he never threw up or coughed any blood.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for anxiety disorder and he is on alprazolam 0.25 mg one tablet a day as needed.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of neuropathy and he is on Lyrica 50 mg one tablet a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 5 mg tablet one tablet daily.

ALLERGIES: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cardiac stent.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has a stroke and father has coronary artery disease.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his son. The patient works as a tool truck driver and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol or any illicit drugs in last 25 years.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable without any soft tissue swelling of the neck and the patient has no stridor.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
