She sleeps 16-18 hours a day. She is totally bed bound. She is only oriented to person. She has tachycardic with a pulse of 120 today with an O2 saturation 92%. She is refusing to use her oxygen most of the time with tachycardia related to her COPD, cor pulmonale, and bowel and bladder incontinence. She eats very little. Protein calorie malnutrition reported. KPS score is 40%. Her MAC is 26 cm on right arm. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
