The patient had a MAC of 36 cm on or about December 2024. Her KPS scores is at 40%. She is oriented to person only. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Continues to be more short of breath with pedal edema 2+. She requires albuterol on a regular basis. O2 saturation 95% on 2 liters of oxygen. Her MAC left side is now 35.7. She continues to deteriorate as far as her debility, shortness of breath, pedal edema, and weakness are concerned. She requires breathing treatment on regular basis. Appetite diminished along with symptoms of protein calorie malnutrition.
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
