This is a 73-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient also has a history of renal failure. She dialyses via Quinton catheter on the right side of her chest in the subclavian vein. She has a history of hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease, CHF, atherosclerotic heart disease, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, depression, above the knee amputation right, above the knee amputation left, severe peripheral vascular disease, cardiac cachexia, and seizure disorder. Her KPS score is 40%. She uses her nebulizer at least six times a day. She tells me she does not want to use oxygen. Blood pressure 140/89 at this time. O2 saturation 89%. Continues to have phantom pain greater than on the left side. Nurses report and reviewed, which indicate that patient will use her oxygen at night because she gets short of breath but refuses to use during the day. Her MAC is 27 cm left arm. The patient is not eating 50% of her meal. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
