This is a 71-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of COPD.

He also has a history of hypertension, shortness of breath, decrease exercise tolerance, tachycardia related to COPD, and cor pulmonale.

His recent MAC was reported at 27 cm. He has open wound above the right knee that is being treated via wound specialist. He suffers from diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, chronic pain, and history of weight loss of 2.5 pounds above 2 pounds he had lost previously. He has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, 3+ pedal edema related to right-sided heart failure, related to his COPD, and cor pulmonale. John is short of breath at all times. He also uses his nebulizer at least four times a day. Left arm MAC is at 27 cm. The patient continues to show symptoms of shortness of breath and decreased exercise tolerance related to his COPD. Blood pressure stable at150/88 today. He is able to walk with Rollator walker but a lot less than he used to because of his increased shortness of breath. Recent MAC was reported at 26.5 cm.
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
