This is a 53-year-old woman on hospice with COPD being evaluated for face-to-face today.

She continues to use oxygen. She says she says I like to use my nebulizer. She still using her nebulizer six to seven times a day. She also has a history of hypertension, CKD, sleep apnea, status post CVA, chronic pain, gastroesophageal reflux, seizure disorder, lumbar stenosis,, weight loss, depression, and anxiety. The patient is now totally bed bound. ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient also has a history of hepatomegaly related to passive congestion of her liver, obesity, and sleep apnea. She also has left-sided weakness because of the previous stroke and difficulty with sleep requires medication to help her sleep. Ms. Grimm O2 saturation was 92% on 2 liters today. Her MAC was at 38 cm left arm. She requires pain medication Norco 10/325 mg on a regular basis to control her symptoms of pain and discomfort. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
