This is a 79-year-old gentleman on hospice with COPD. The patient wears his oxygen at 4 liters now, which is a bump from 2.5 liters. His O2 saturation 94%. He continues to have anxiety and air hunger associated with shortness of breath related to his end-stage COPD. He is now bed bound. He stays in bed at least 18 hours a day the caretaker tells me. He uses his nebulizer six times a day. He has right-sided heart failure associated with cor pulmonale and pedal edema. Blood pressure 110/72 today. His MAC is 25 cm on the left side. KPS is at 40%. He also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, heart failure stage II, kidney failure, combined systolic and diastolic heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, low back pain, protein calorie malnutrition, depression, and anxiety related to his shortness of breath. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient has had multiple breathing treatments in the past four to six hours but he continues to have rales and rhonchi in his lungs today. He has shortness of breath at all times his caretaker tells me. His MAC is 24.7. Overall prognosis is poor. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
