This is a 62-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of NASH associated with ascites, weight loss, neuropathy, and chronic pain. He also has a history of hypertension. His blood pressure is much better control now that he is taking his blood pressure on a regular basis and his pain appears to be better controlled. He has a history of PTSD and takes his Seroquel at a high dose along with his thiamine deficiency would have helped his symptoms of course a cough encephalopathy.

The patient has blood pressure today at 132/76. O2 saturation 96% on 2 liters of oxygen that is available to him at all times but he does not use it regularly. His MAC is 20 cm left arm. His KPS score is at 40%. Other comorbidities include nonalcoholic steatohepatitis, alcoholic hepatitis with ascites, hypertension, chronic pain, idiopathic neuropathy, and abnormal weight loss. Requires pain medication around the clock to relieve his symptoms. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
