HISTORY: This is a 69-year-old gentleman here for medication refill. The patient indicated he has a history of CHF, hypokalemia, hypercholesterolemia, diabetes type II, and hypertension. He is here for followup for this condition and medications refill. He states since his last visit, he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states he has no complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 96% at room air.
Blood pressure 156/104.
Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.5.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Distended. He has some mild discomfort in the left flank region. Liver appears to be enlarged. I can palpate enlarge liver on the right side whenever he takes deep breath in.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Renal stones.
2. Congestive heart failure.

3. Hypokalemia.

4. Hypercholesterolemia.
5. Diabetes type II.

6. Hypertension.
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PLAN: Today, because of what appears to be enlarged liver, I did an ultrasound the patient’s abdomen and echo. I also looked at his kidneys. Echo shows EF at 50% enlarged charts renal stone on the left kidney. No stenosis of the renal artery. No mass on the kidneys. Liver is not enlarged.
The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:

1. Furosemide 20 mg one p.o. q.a.m. for 90 days #90.

2. Amlodipine 2 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

3. KCl 20 mEq one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

4. Lisinopril 20 mg one p.o. daily for the 90 days #90.

5. Atorvastatin 40 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.

6. Glyburide 2.5 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days.

He was given opportunities to ask questions he states he has none. The patient was given Flomax 0.4 mg. He was advised to take one p.o. q. at bedtime. He was advised purpose for Flomax states he understands and will comply and take as prescribed.
