This is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD. He also has liver carcinoma, malignant neoplasm of the prostate, essential hypertension, type II diabetes, chronic pain, moderate protein-calorie malnutrition, and history of obesity in the past.
He was found to be short of breath, tachycardic with pedal edema.

He is complaining of lot of anxiety. He needs help. He needs a visit from social work in Chaplin. He was told that his condition is worsening with a high alpha fetoprotein and is getting close to death. 

He would like to have some anxiety medication to help him deal with that. He is short of breath again at rest with activity, tachycardic, pedal edema, KPS score of 40%, O2 sat 96% with a pulse of 110. Blood pressure is elevated 164/81 multifactorial. The patient looks very thin. He has lost at least 7 to 10 pounds since January. He has symptoms of malnutrition and protein-calorie deficiency along with his COPD. He also suffers from cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, and has been requiring his breathing treatments more often because of his anxiety and shortness of breath. His MAC is 43. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. We will discuss findings with the Medical Director regarding his medication for anxiety at this time.
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
