LABS: Lab work on 03/05/2025 shows cholesterol of 117, triglycerides normal, glucose 109, kidney function and liver function within normal limits, hemoglobin A1c 5.5, TSH is 1.1, and CBC is within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain, appears musculoskeletal.

2. Limited abdominal ultrasound shows no evidence of abnormality. She has had cholecystectomy. She has had hysterectomy. There is no tenderness over her appendix. I was able to have the pain reproduced by having her do a sit-up for me and definitely has a small ventral hernia on the right side.

3. We will evaluate if the patient has nausea, vomiting, or worsening symptoms noted.
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
