PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 117/64.

Pulse is 76.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.3.

FACE: Comedones open and close are discretely distributed on her forehead, cheeks, chin and some are on her neck and discretely on her back.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventurous sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Acne.
2. Medication refill.
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PLAN: The patient was given prescription for doxycycline 50 mg to take one p.o. b.i.d. for 30 days #60. Advised to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if no improvement. However, she should return in four days for routine followup for reassessment.
