Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Michael with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, severe COPD and hypertension.  He is doing a telemedicine visit today due to his difficulty getting into the car and out for appointments.  His wife actually reports that he has trouble also get his lab studies done.  His biggest problem is that he is tired and he does sleep frequently during the day as well as at night, but he denies any chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  Urine is clear.  No cloudiness or blood and stable edema of the lower extremities.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  He is on aspirin 81 mg daily, Brovana per nebulizer daily with budesonide 0.5 mg daily per nebulizer, Lipitor is 80 mg daily and Plavix 75 mg daily.
Physical Examination:  Weight 155 pounds that is about a 5-pound decrease over six months, pulse 86 and blood pressure is 128/73.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 15, 2025, creatinine is 1.84 that is stable with estimated GFR of 33, intact parathyroid hormone is 129.6, calcium 9.6, albumin 3.7 and phosphorus 3.1.  Electrolytes are normal with potassium of 5.0, sodium 137, carbon dioxide 28 and hemoglobin 12.5 with normal white count.  Platelets 146,000.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and he will continue to have labs every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled.
3. Severe COPD currently stable.  The patient will have a followup visit for this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
