CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today on a followup for diabetes mellitus and followup after radiological tests.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her fasting blood sugars are ranging from 110 to 125 mg/dL and she is feeling better now.

X-ray was reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail and it showed some calcification in the blood vessels of the chest. It also showed gallstones and the patient never had any pain in the right side of the abdomen nor she had any nausea or vomiting.
X-ray also showed that the patient has thoracic scoliosis.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling, calf swelling, or back pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt. Also the patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient is also on glipizide 2.5 mg one tablet a day for diabetes and also on low-carb diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her family and she is a registered nurse. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and there is no organomegaly. Murphy sign is negative.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals scoliosis of the thoracic spine and there is no significant tenderness of the soft tissues of the back.
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
