CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after chest x-ray and he still has cough with few wheezing.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had asthma in the past, but has not used inhaler for several years. The patient has finished azithromycin 250 mg six tablets. His fever has improved completely, but still has cough and there is no sputum production. Chest x-ray did not show any pneumonia; however, clinically the patient appears to have pneumonia and acute bronchitis.

The patient also feels weak and not able to go to work due to weakness. No exposure to any serious illnesses or allergies.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or skin rashes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he could not go to work for the past several days. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement, bruits or stridor.

LUNGS: Diffuse rhonchi bilaterally.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory with a slow gait.
I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan. He was given the option to go to emergency room, but he declined at this time and wants to do as an outpatient.
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
