This is a progress report on Carl Peshel.

Mr. Peshel has been known to me for last several years. He is 74-year-old male who smoked in past and used to use alcohol heavily until recently when he stopped. The patient recently was diagnosed to have squamous cell carcinoma of the floor of the mouth pathological stage was T2N2CMO. The patient had 5/9 lymph nodes positive and he was states that stage IV disease his surgery was done by Dr. Kang in Dallas. The patient had this surgery on 02/13. The patient has now healing of the surgical incision. He is feeling some better because of the location of the tumor. He still has some difficulty in eating and talking. There was a suspension of lymphatic invasion. The patient has been recommended by Dr. Kang to have adjuvant chemoradiation that is the reason he is here.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 188 pounds, and blood pressure 130/77.

Neck: Showed recent surgical incision and some swelling, floor of the mouth is still healing. Lymph node none felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Squamous cell carcinoma of floor of the mouth possibly stage IV disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and start with concurrent chemoradiation. I will give him cisplatinum once weekly for duration of the radiation therapy thereafter we may switch chemotherapy to different agents.
