CC: Address pain management and anxiety.
HPI: An 87-year-old gentleman who was lying down in bed he had already been up for the day so he was dressed and had had breakfast and then awaiting lunch. I followed up with him regarding physical therapy yesterday where the therapist believes that he has pain that limits his participation in therapy. The patient states that is probably true and he is open to anything that will help decrease his pain. And I told him as far as the anxiety goes that it is not unreasonable to have it every now and then and he will have something available that he can ask for as he needs. So I also reviewed chest x-ray with him that was done for a persistent cough.
CXR review shows prominent central pulmonary vasculature indicating possible volume overload, i.e., CHF.

CBC review, all is WNL.
CMP review, also all WNL.
Lipid profile, the patient takes Lipitor 10 mg q.d. and all values are WNL. I am going to discontinue his statin at this point in time to see if also that does not help improve his gait stability. So for anxiety Ativan 0.5 mg q.4h. p.r.n. and for pain tramadol 25 mg routine a.m. and h.s. and will have q.4h. p.r.n. available and then he is to be premedicated with the tramadol 25 mg 15 minutes pre-therapy.
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
